Business

emda led the way in developing the concept for a
London 2012 business matching service, which
eventually became the CompeteFor website.

Many other businesses are also winning contracts
outside of CompeteFor.

emda will shortly be publishing case studies on the
Championing the East Midlands website, about
companies in the region that have been successful
in winning contracts. 

30 business people from the East Midlands visited
the Olympic Park in April 2009, meeting with tier
one suppliers and representatives from the London
Organising Committee of the Olympic and
Paralympic Games (LOCOG) and the Olympic
Delivery Authority (ODA).

CompeteFor was promoted at five Survive and
Thrive business events across the region in
December 2008 and at five Chamber of
Commerce organised Showcase, Market and Sell
events in March and April 2009.

Visitor Economy

250 volunteers for the 2009 Special Olympics
GB in Leicester have been trained in 
a number of areas including the promotion 
of the locality, effective communication and
complaint handling. The new training initiative,
Customer Gold, has been funded by East
Midlands Tourism, and run by Leicester Shire
Promotions and Voluntary Action Leicester.

Think Smile is an online industry guide
designed to help businesses improve their
understanding of, and provide a better service
to welcome, overseas visitors.

Major cultural and sporting events in the 
region have made contributions to the visitor
economy. An evaluation of the ICC World
Twenty20 at Trent Bridge will be published 
in September 2009.

East Midlands Tourism has commissioned
photography of regional Olympians and
Paralympians set in key tourist attractions 
in the East Midlands, as part of a 2012 tourism
campaign to be rolled out later in the year.

Skills

Around 300 people in the region will have 
the opportunity to participate in Personal 
Best, a programme linked to the 2012 
Games, aimed at helping people into long 
term, sustainable jobs by offering training 
and volunteer opportunities.

Thanks to funding of £453,000 from the
European Social Fund, the East Midlands
Learning and Skills Council has selected 
three providers to deliver Personal Best 
across the region:

Leicester College – Leicestershire

YMCA Derbyshire – Derbyshire

South Nottingham College –
Lincolnshire, Northamptonshire,
Nottinghamshire and Rutland.

Cultural Olympiad

Igniting Ambition

The Cultural Olympiad in the East Midlands
includes the Legacy Trust programme Igniting
Ambition.  

The programme funds annual showcase events
taking place across the region between 2008
and 2011, culminating in the East Midlands
Great Exhibition of 2012, a region wide festival
of cultural events and activities.

In 2008 the programme began with the Derby
Festé, a three day festival specially programmed
for the Cultural Olympiad launch weekend. The
Derby event was built around the first Live Site
screen in the region and the opening of QUAD, 
a new visual arts and film centre.

In 2009 the showcase will be at the Special
Olympics GB in Leicester, celebrating diversity,
disability arts and sports, programmed
to accompany the staging of the event.
Opportunities in other parts of the region 
will be available in 2010 and 2011.

Minister for the Olympics, Tessa Jowell, attended
the second annual Culture Club event in March
2009 held at the Peepul Centre, Leicester.

Inspire

The East Midlands has been involved in seven
cultural projects to date that have been
selected for the Inspire Mark.

To ensure more projects are recognised a
Regional Inspire Mark Programmer will be
recruited by Leicestershire County Council.

National Major Projects

The region is also contributing to the 10
national major projects that form another key
element of the Cultural Olympiad.

118 regional artists have submitted ideas for 
a major commission worth £500,000 through
Artists Taking the Lead.
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Museums and galleries in Northampton,
Nottingham and Leicester are the key delivery
partners for the Stories of the World project.

Following Derby, a second Live Site in the
region is to be installed in Leicester.

Volunteering

Nottingham City Council and Nottinghamshire
County Council, with support from emda, 
have developed the Championing Notts Sports
Volunteering programme, to support major
events in the area and build on the interest
generated in volunteering through 2012.  

So far 90 people have joined the programme,
half of which were encouraged to register
following on from their experience of
volunteering at the ICC World Twenty20 
at Trent Bridge.

Work with Further Education Sports 
Coordinators (FESCOs) has established 
a regional FE Leadership and Volunteering
Programme, involving 12 colleges and around
150 16-19 year olds.

St Ann’s and Sneinton Education Improvement
Partnership has developed a sports volunteering
and coach training scheme. The scheme also
draws volunteers from South Nottingham
College.

emda is supporting the volunteer programme 
at the 2009 Special Olympics GB in Leicester.

Education

Gaynor Nash has taken up the post of Regional
2012 Coordinator for Children & Young People –
a unique position created and funded by the
nine county and unitary authorities in the region,
and led by Leicestershire County Council.

At the end of June 2009, 453 schools in the 
East Midlands were registered on the Get Set
education programme.

Education resources have been developed
around the ICC World Twenty20 and Special
Olympics GB events, to complement the Get
Set education programme.

During a regional visit LOCOG Chair Seb Coe 
met teachers and pupils from 12 Nottinghamshire
schools that have participated in the International
Inspiration programme, making links and
partnerships with schools in Brazil.

Pupils from Cherry Willingham Community
School in Lincoln interviewed Seb Coe and
captured his visit to the region, on behalf of 
the Lincolnshire Young Journalist Academy.

Pre Games Training Camps

Loughborough University and the Japanese
Olympic Committee have signed an agreement
that will see both organisations working
together until the 2012 Games.

Japan will use the University’s world class
facilities for training and final preparations
before competitions in Europe over the next
three years, starting with the IAAF Athletics
World Championships in Berlin in August.

As well as sporting links, the agreement with
Japan will create major cultural, academic and
economic benefits for the University, the local
community and the wider East Midlands.

Other Pre Games Training Camps in the region
have met with representatives from countries 
to discuss potential arrangements to base their
athletes in the East Midlands.

Introductory guides to the Olympic and
Paralympic Training Camps in the East Midlands
have been produced and distributed to National
Olympic and Paralympic Committees.

Participation

86 percent of local authorities in the East
Midlands have opted in to free swimming for
the over 60s and 77 percent for both the over
60s and under 16s.

Loughborough Flames, a project piloted by
Loughborough College with the British Heart
Foundation, is the first sports project in the
region to be selected for the Inspire Mark.

The Weekend Football Festival in Derby, which
included the 2009 FA Women’s Cup Final, saw
130 girls taking part in the emda Trophy.

emda supported cricket coaching taster events
delivered across the parishes of Rushcliffe, 
Nottinghamshire to coincide with the ICC World
Twenty20, taking place at Trent Bridge.

The Directorate of Public Health East Midlands
with the Government Office for the East Midlands
is funding training for a promoting physical
activity tool kit, a marketing resource for
practitioners. The training is being rolled out 
to health professionals, in order to provide
support on how to tackle sedentary lifestyles.

County Sports Partnerships have launched
bursary schemes to support talented young
athletes.
